Replacing the Impeller

Replace the impeller every season or after 500 hours of
service. Impellers may require servicing earlier if the unit
has been run dry, damaged by debris, or damaged by the
use of incompatible fluids.

Remove the 3 screws securing the cover.

Remove cover plate and gasket.

Using your fingers, remove worn impeller.

Clean inside of pump head and remove any debris

which will obstruct impeller’s operation.

5. Apply lubricant to inside of pump head and to outside
diameter of the impeller.

6. Align the flat section inside of the new impeller with the
flat section of the motor shaft.

7. Place gasket on pump head, align holes, and replace
cover plate.

8. Replace 3 screws and tighten evenly.
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
